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Felix the cat was brought to our facility on August 27, 2007 as an emaciated, filthy, and wounded creature that was in serious need of veterinary treatment. He was brought in to our hospital in a brown box by two gentlemen who found him prowling around the local Glenross Golf Club.

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Along with external damage, our hospital found almost every known internal and external parasite known to man: Roundworms, Hookworms, Capillaria (rarely ever seen!), Whipworms, Tapeworms, Fleas, Ticks, and a possible parasite migration that was removed from his neck:
